Good Night Out works with an evaluation consultant
to help measure the impact of our work and identify
areas for improvement. Data shows that the

servers, managers, bartenders, and security who
participated in a workshop agreed that the training
had improved their knowledge of sexual violence.

Training includes posters, a completion certificate,
policy support time and access to ongoing training

and a digital resource library!
